forecasting and tracking hurricanes

Presentation Notes
The Central Pacific Hurricane Center (CPHC) issues warnings and watches as well as advisories and forecasts when hurricanes form in the central pacific or move into the central pacific. Hurricane watches are issued when hurricane conditions are expected within 36 hours. Hurricane warnings are issued when hurricane conditions are expected within 24 hours. The picture on the left shows a forecasted track of a hurricane.  The picture on the right is a satellite image of a hurricane with it’s forecasted track or where meteorologists think the storm may go. (marked by red dots)

Teacher notes:  The Hawaiian islands are colored in green.  The orange dot (8 AM Sat) represents the “current” location of the hurricane.  The black dots to the left represent the predicted positions of the hurricane.  The white “cone” represents the swath of the hurricane.  By looking at this image meteorologists can tell that this hurricane would hit land in about 3 days. 

Question: Should the meteorologist issue a hurricane watch? Why or why not?
Answer: No because a hurricane watch is only issued when hurricane conditions are due to occur within 36hours. This hurricane is still too far out.


Satellite Track
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Presentation Notes
Where is Hawaii in this image?  Where is the hurricane in this image? What do you think the red dots mean?
Teachers note:  The Hawaiian islands are outlined in white.  The hurricane in this satellite picture is the white and gray swirl to the southeast of Hawai‘i.  The red dots represent the predicted track for this hurricane. Based on this image the hurricane is predicted to hit the Big Island in about 24hours. What type of alert would a meteorologist issue here? (Answer: Hurricane Warning)

Tell students that as the hurricanes approach a coastline, the residents who live near the ocean will need to be especially prepared. Discuss what people should do to be prepared for a hurricane. (Review from last lesson)
