Step 3: Watch EPA Case Study videos listed below and record your reactions.

The Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) created the National Award for Smart Growth Achievement
in 2002 to recognize exceptional approaches to developments that respect the environment, foster
economic vitality, and enhance quality of life. The winning entries are selected annually for their
effectiveness in creating sustainable communities, a robust public involvement process, and
partnerships among public, private, and nonprofit stakeholders, as well as in serving as national models.

Choose and watch one video from the choices below. Record your reactions to the project and any
implications for your community. Optional but recommended: watch all videos and read the brief
project overviews.

e Revision of Comprehensive Plan, Portsmouth, Virginia (4:30min)
After completing a revision of its comprehensive plan, the City of Portsmouth undertook a broad
review of its development and land use regulations. The cumulative result was Destination
Portsmouth, a package of new plans, zoning ordinances, and other development policies,
developed in collaboration with community stakeholders, that support and implement the
vision outlined in the city’s comprehensive plan. The new policies replace outdated regulations
to provide clarity for developers and help the city get the type of development it wants.

e Revitalization Initiative, St. Louis, Missouri (4:00 min)
Old North, a historic St. Louis neighborhood, has been transformed over the last several years
through a comprehensive, locally driven redevelopment strategy that has turned a largely
abandoned area into a flourishing community. Old North now attracts new residents with its
various housing options and amenities, including a farmers’ market, a neighborhood grocery co-
op, outdoor movie presentations, and a history trail.

e Private-Public Partnership, San Francisco, California (4:30 min)
As many municipalities struggle with limited resources to improve and maintain the public
realm, a local developer, working with the City and County of San Francisco, successfully
transformed Jessie Street, a neglected city-owned alleyway, into Mint Plaza, a neighborhood
public space. The project also exemplifies a successful private-public partnership that required
minimal public investment. City funds made up only $150,000 of the project’s $3.2 million
capital budget.
